Have you checked out www.woodbridgeranch.org lately?   Thanks to the volunteer efforts of Mike Stodghill, our website really showcases WBR.  Besides an array of pictures of the development there is a PDF file of the Association’s CC&R’s as well as the Rules adopted by the Association.  So if you have a question regarding either of these subjects you don’t have to go through your paper files.  Also, if you click on the “binocular” icon on the toolbar you get a box in which you can type a subject (e.g. Parking) and the program will take you to each occurrence of the word in the document.  Another section lists all the homes currently for sale as well as all those that have sold during the past six (6) years.  

In the Homeowners Only section there is a directory of those homeowners that have opted to be listed.  The directory is by name and there is a second listing by address.  The tab entitled Contacts lists the contact information for Board Members, committee heads, security, Kocal Management and other information.  Additionally, the Member-to-Member Section is a listing provided by residents of business and services performed by residents.  One of the most helpful sections, especially for new residents, is the youth services listed including baby sitters and pet sitters.  And from a historical perspective there are copies of past newsletters going back to 2002.  If you are new and don’t know the user name and password for the Members Only section of the website, please follow the instructions on the screen.
Architectural Project Form
The Architectural Control Committee (ACC) Project Request Form is available on our website, www.woodbridgeranch.org.  This simplifies getting a form to submit to the ACC for approval of any exterior changes that are to be undertaken.   

Remember, changes to the exterior of your residence (paint color, roof material, fencing, landscaping, swimming pool, sheds, other outbuildings, etc.) require approval by the ACC.  Residents that proceed without ACC approval run the risk of having to remove or modify the improvement if it is determined that it is not in conformance with the CC&Rs. 

Submit your ACC form to Scott Murray, ACC Chairperson, 7901 Blaze Trail Court ~ 989-2826.

ACC approval is contingent upon the homeowner complying with all county building codes, property line set back requirements as well as obtaining any required building permits. 

Recreational Vehicles
The latest update of the C.C. & R's in 2002 provided a reasonable period for a recreational vehicle to remain in the driveway.

The provision specifies motor homes, recreational trailers, recreational vehicles, campers, motorcycles, golf carts or similar equipment may be parked on a driveway for up to 24 hours to prepare for a trip or to unpack and clean the unit at the end of a trip. Beyond that time period they must be kept behind a solid fence or properly screened. Any weather protection covers which are visible must be of a neutral color.  Happy Motoring!
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We are on it…

  Several residents have again expressed concern over the number of Canada Geese that frequent Lake Park. Our geese population swell during this time of year and WoodBridge Ranch is currently home to more than fifty of these waterfowl. A single goose drops some 2 ½ pounds of waste every day-so in addition to the obvious mess, there are concerns over the associated heath risks. Reports suggest that geese may also attract skunk, coyote, and raccoons to the area-so your Board is exploring passive, humane ways of thinning the geese population…More to come.
More Mail Box Thefts

The residents who are on the Email Alert Distribution are aware that there have been more mail thefts since the arrest of the culprits that plagued WBR and the surrounding area in the spring.  The latest incident involved two of the USPS cluster mailboxes on Little Creek Drive.  The “outgoing mail” sections were pried open and mail residents had placed in the box for delivery by the Post Office was taken.  This occurred once before a few years back and the checks being sent out were “washed” and reissued for the benefit of the thief.  Also, credit card information was obtained.  Any resident who didn’t get the Email Alert but placed mail in the cluster boxes that were broken into should be on the lookout of unauthorized checks being issued against their bank account and also identity theft.  If you are not on the Email Alert Distribution List you can sign up by sending an email to art.Hawkins@rcsis.com.  All emails are sent using this blind cc option so your email address is not disclosed to others.  If we had 90% to 100% participation it would be a more effective electronic Neighborhood Watch used to warn residents of thefts, scams, vandalism activities as well as helping in the timely return of lost & found pets.
Coyote Alert

On Friday, June 8 another sighting of the WBR Coyote was reported.  He was seen on Country Lake Drive headed into the park with a small animal in its mouth.  The observant resident stated that the animal caught by the coyote appears smaller than a cat or small dog.  

Drive Safely
With school out our children are home more and out playing in the neighborhood.  Please remind household member to remember to drive safely, obey speed limits, and watch for children playing.
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Trash Containers

Kocal Management and the board have received numerous complaints about garbage cans being left out for extended periods from the many residents who value the aesthetics of WBR.  The CC&R’s (see Section 4.21 – page 16) limits refuse cans to being setout for a maximum of 39 hours for pickup. This period runs from 5 p.m. the day prior to collection until 8 a.m. on the day following pickup.  At all other times cans are to be stored out of sight behind a fence or screen.
Reserving the Park
Homeowners may reserve a portion of Lake Park for private parties. The area that can be reserved includes the picnic area, basketball court, baseball diamond and adjoining grassy areas.  Besides large family gatherings the park can be reserved for company picnics and social club events where a resident is an employee or member of the outside organization.  A Security Deposit is required; $25 for a small gathering and $100 for a family group of 50 or more to insure the park is left in clean condition and damage free following the event.
